Sample Agenda (2 hour event)
I. Welcome (10 - 15 min)

a. Guests sign in, mingle (10 min)

b. Welcome participants, introduce yourself, explain why you’re screening the film, 

    briefly review agenda, and sets ground rules (5 min)
II. Introduce the Film and your goal for the screening (5 min)
III. Show The Water Front  (53 min)
IV. Discussion of film: Reactions, reflections, and sharing stories (5 - 10 min)

a. Facilitate discussion and field some questions. A good way to start is to say, “This film 
brings up a lot of feelings and questions. Let’s take 10 or 15 minutes to talk through some of them.”  Some questions you might want to ask to begin the conversation:


What stood out for you in the film?


How did the film make you feel?


How do water issues affect you?

Did you learn anything new?

How does this connect with local issues and concerns?

b. Some questions may be answered by the FAQs included in the Kit. 

c. If there are additional questions asked that you cannot answer, encourage participants 
    to write them down and send them to The Water Front director Liz Miller at

V. Making Connections (10 - 30 min)

a. If you have a guest speaker, introduce them and their presentation.  (20 min)

b. Allow time for the speaker to answer questions (10 min)

c. If no speaker is taking part, review your goal for the event and help connect the film to 

     water issues in your community. (10 min)
VI. Take Action (5 min)

a. Invite guests to support your goals for action on water issues by participating in future 

events.  Ask if they have ideas for taking action, and let them know about those that are outlined on our website and wiki.   

VI. Plan the Next Meeting (5 min)
 
a. Give participants a date and time for your next meeting, and invite them to attend.
